May Christ be glorified as you find your joy and satisfaction in Him.

Part 1. REFLECTIONS FROM THE SCRIPTURES

The following insights are taken from a sermon preached by Episcopalian bishop William Bacon Stevens (1815-1887). They are reflections on key passages of the Bible that those who wish to humbly and wisely follow Christ must remember as they reflect on difficult teachings contained in the word of God.

The difficulties and mysteries of Scripture

William Bacon Stevens

"The secret things belong to the LORD our God, but the things revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may follow all the words of this law." Deuteronomy 29:29.

"For My thoughts are not your thoughts neither are your ways My ways," declares the LORD.  "As the heavens are higher than the earth so are My ways higher than your ways, and My thoughts than your thoughts!" Isaiah 55:8-9.

The difficulties and mysteries of Scripture, necessarily result from the relations between God and man: God the infinite--man the finite; God the holy--man the sinner; God a Spirit--man a creature of flesh and blood; God in Heaven--man on earth; God inhabiting eternity--and man the creature of a day; God the Sovereign of the universe--and man the tiny, puny rebel to His throne.
Mark these contrasts and measure their diversity. The very statement of them shows how impossible it is for man to be able to fully comprehend God or His dealings.

The question was asked of old, "Who, by searching, can find out God? Who can find out the Almighty?" And Solomon, the wisest of men, declared, "It is the glory of God to conceal a matter." For if man knew as much as God--he must have the mind of God and the wisdom of God!

For eighteen hundred years the mind of man, with its measuring lines has been endeavoring to fully understand God and His ways, and compute the measurements of His great truths and yet they are no nearer the solution now, than when first revealed. There they stand in the firmament of theology, the great unresolvable nebulae of revelation; and no magnifying power of man's optics, and no space-penetrating power of man's devising can unfold those mysteries, which at once challenge and test, the faith of man.  There can be no revelation of God which is free from mysteries because human language cannot embody celestial thoughts and modes of divine existence. And the human mind could not comprehend terms and phrases which would truly reflect the person, glory, and work of the Almighty.

Divine thoughts, before they can be taken into our minds, have to be diluted into human words.  Divine things have to be symbolized to us, by human or earthly types.  And divine beings have to be described to us, by terms borrowed from human existences and of purely earthly signification.
Hence, in the process of translation, dilution, and illustration, no one attribute of God and no one truth of God can be fully revealed and understood.

We can only see the earthly side and the earthly terminus the heavenly side and the heavenly starting-point, are all beyond our reach far away out of sight! And there we must be content to let it be, ever standing with our eyes upturned to Jesus, holding in one hand the great doctrines of revealed truth, and in the other the precious assurances: "What I am doing, you do not understand now; but you shall know hereafter." John 13:7 "Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I am fully known." 1 Corinthians 13:12.

Part 2. GREAT HYMNS OF THE FAITH

“It is good to give thanks to the Lord, to sing praises to your name, O Most High; to declare your steadfast love in the morning, and your faithfulness by night,” [Psalm 92:1-2]

In each edition of The Shining Light, we include a hymn for your edification and use in worshipping our Lord. 1Peter 2:9-10. 9 But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his own possession, that you may proclaim the excellencies of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. 10 Once you were not a people, but now you are God's people; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

Pray along with the apostle Paul that you might increasingly comprehend the breadth and length and height and depth of the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge (Ephesians 3:18-19).

God’s Work of Grace in Salvation

Isaiah 53:4-12.

4 Surely he has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.

5 But he was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed.

6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned—every one—to his own way; and the Lord has laid on him the iniquity of us all.

7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth; like a lamb that is led to the slaughter, and like a sheep that before its shearers is silent, so he opened not his mouth.

8 By oppression and judgment he was taken away; and as for his generation, who considered that he was cut off out of the land of the living, stricken for the transgression of my people?

9 And they made his grave with the wicked and with a rich man in his death, although he had done no violence, and there was no deceit in his mouth.

10 Yet it was the will of the Lord to crush him; he has put him to grief; when his soul makes an offering for guilt, he shall see his offspring; he shall prolong his days; the will of the Lord shall prosper in his hand.

11 Out of the anguish of his soul he shall see and be satisfied; by his knowledge shall the righteous one, my servant, make many to be accounted righteous, and he shall bear their iniquities.

12 Therefore I will divide him a portion with the many, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong, because he poured out his soul to death and was numbered with the transgressors; yet he bore the sin of many, and makes intercession for the transgressors.

Romans 5:6-10. 6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 For one will scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die—8 but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. 10 For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life.

1 Corinthians 15:3-4.

3 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures,

4 that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures,

2Corinthians 5:21. For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

Galatians 3:13. Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us—for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who is hanged on a tree”

Galatians 4:4-5.

4 But when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law,

5 to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons.

Ephesians 2:1-10.

1 And you were dead in the trespasses and sins

2 in which you once walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of disobedience—

3 among whom we all once lived in the passions of our flesh, carrying out the desires of the body and the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind.

4 But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us,

5 even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace you have been saved—

6 and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,

7 so that in the coming ages he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.

8 For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God,

9 not a result of works, so that no one may boast.

10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.

Titus 3:3-7. 3 For we ourselves were once foolish, disobedient, led astray, slaves to various passions and pleasures, passing our days in malice and envy, hated by others and hating one another.4 But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, 5 he saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior, 7 so that being justified by his grace we might become heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 8 The saying is trustworthy, and I want you to insist on these things, so that those who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to good works. These things are excellent and profitable for people.

Part 4. From The Prince Of Preachers

This part consists of a devotionals taken from Charles Spurgeon’s classic work entitled Morning And Evening.  Charles H. Spurgeon was England's best-known preacher for most of the second half of the 19th century.  He is popularly referred to as the prince of preachers.  Morning and Evening consists of brief meditations on Scripture for each day of the year and it continues to be a popular daily devotional even today.

The following is Spurgeon’s devotion for the morning of April 5.  This devotion is based on 2Corinthians 5:21 which reads as follows:

“For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.” (English Standard Version)

Mourning Christian!  why weepest thou?  Art thou mourning over thine own corruptions?  Look to thy perfect Lord, and remember, thou art complete in Him; thou art in God's sight as perfect as if thou hadst never sinned; nay, more than that, the Lord our Righteousness hath put a divine garment upon thee, so that thou hast more than the righteousness of man--thou hast the righteousness of God.

O Thou who art mourning by reason of inbred sin and depravity, remember, none of thy sins can condemn thee.  Thou hast learned to hate sin; but thou hast learned also to know that sin is not thine--it was laid upon Christ's head.  Thy standing is not in thyself--it is in Christ; thine acceptance is not in thyself, but in thy Lord; thou art as much accepted of God today, with all thy sinfulness, as thou wilt be when thou standest before His throne, free from all corruption.

O, I beseech thee, lay hold on this precious thought, perfection in Christ!  For thou art "complete in Him."  With thy Saviour's garment on, thou art holy as the Holy one.  "Who is he that condemneth?  It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us."

Christian, let thy heart rejoice, for thou art "accepted in the beloved"--what hast thou to fear?  Let thy face ever wear a smile; live near thy Master; live in the suburbs of the Celestial City; for soon, when thy time has come, thou shalt rise up where thy Jesus sits, and reign at His right hand; and all this because the divine Lord "was made to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him."

The Walk: Steps for New and Renewed Followers of Jesus

The Walk is a book written to those who have expressed a desire to follow Christ as his disciple.  It assumes no prior understanding of what that means, nor does it assume that the reader has actually come to a point of professing faith.  It uses as a starting point someone who is desirous of knowing more about what it means to be a follower of Jesus.  The book also addresses those who have trusted Christ as Savior and want to genuinely follow Him more fully as His disciple.

The book stands out in two ways.  First, it truly does start at the beginning, with the very basics, and without taking for granted any knowledge of Christianity at all.  Second, it is a book designed not so much to impart basic information (although it does that too), but to motivate to a course of action.  It is not so much an introduction to a religion as it is a guide for anyone willing to consider and act upon what it means to follow Christ.  The author rightly places the gospel of salvation by grace through faith in Christ at the center of true discipleship. 

The Walk is designed to be used as much as read.  It will be helpful to someone who wants to read on their own, but also includes reading assignments and projects that make it useful as a workbook for one on one discipleship, or for small group Bible studies.  Whether you're a brand-new Christian or a disciple renewing your commitment, this practical, basic, step-by-step approach to discipleship is a helpful guide.  The book is clearly read by Sean Watson from River City Grace Community Church in Sacramento and we are grateful to Sean for recording this valuable resource.

Part 7. RECOMMENDED READING

The greatest sermon ever preached was preached by the Lord Jesus Christ in what is commonly called the sermon on the mount.  It is contained in the gospel of Matthew, chapters five through seven.  There are several excellent books devoted to the study of this grand sermon.  One of these books is titled Christian Counter Culture: The Message of the Sermon on the Mount by author John R. W. Stott.  

“The followers of Jesus are to be different,” writes John Stott, “different from both the nominal church and the secular world, different from both the religious and the irreligious.  The Sermon on the Mount is the most complete delineation anywhere in the New Testament of the Christian counter culture.  Here is a Christian value system, ethical standard, religious devotion, attitude to money, ambition, lifestyle and network of relationships, all of which are totally at variance with those in the Non-Christian world.  And this Christian counter culture is the life of the kingdom of God, a fully human life indeed but lived out under the divine rule.”  In this careful exposition of Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount, John Stott expounds the Biblical text and relates it to life today.

About The Author: The Rev. Dr. John R. W. Stott (1921-2011) was born in London in 1921 to Sir Arnold and Lady Stott.  He attended his local church, All Souls, in London’s West End, since he was a small boy.  He was educated at Rugby School, where he became head boy, and Trinity College Cambridge where he was elected a senior scholar.

Following his ordination in 1945, John Stott became assistant curate at All Souls and then, unusually, went straight on to become rector in 1950. He became rector emeritus in 1975, a position which he held for many years.  He was displeased by the anti-intellectualism of some Christians and became increasingly convinced of the need for quality books and improved seminary education.  Dr. Stott wrote a number of influential books, including The Cross Of Christ, Christian Counter Culture, and Between Two Worlds.
